National Curriculum 

LEARN: Academic Aims (Intent)  
 
-high standards of attainment and progress in reading, 
writing and maths so that children are fully prepared for 
the next stage of their education 
 
-ambitious  teaching and learning provision in all 
curriculum subjects to enable children to find their 
passion and potential 
 
-teaching and learning pedagogy that develops children’s 
long-term memory enabling them to retain, recall, 
transfer and apply their knowledge, understanding and 
skills to a range of contexts independently 

 

GROW: Pastoral Aims (Intent) 
 
-grow independence: children develop resilience, 
determination, fearlessness to become confident, self-reliant 
and responsible individuals  
 
-contribute to communities: children develop an 
understanding of their school, local, national and international 
communities and how they and others contribute to them 
 
-promote physical and mental health: children understand 
how to maintain good physical and mental health and the 
benefits of doing so 

 

Teaching and Learning Pedagogy (Implementation) 
-staff train and conduct paired action-research projects to develop 
their professional understanding of best pedagogical teaching and 
learning practice 
-staff continually reflect and adapt provision to meet the needs of all 
children 
-a focus on meaningful outdoor learning opportunities and 
experiences  throughout all year groups 

 
 

Curriculum Mapping (Implementation) 
-implement the full breadth of the National Curriculum with carefully 
planned teaching and learning sequences in all subjects 
-plans for what children need to know, understand and be able to do 
in each half-term, in each year group so that learning has continuity, 
progression and is cumulative 
-plans for all children to achieve Pastoral Aims through meaningful,
